Global Culture Programs (GCP) The “Global Culture Programs (GCP)” is a series of culture-related 
courses that are exclusively taught in English (e.g. “Literature and Arts”,

(2) Each kind of insurance shall worth a minimum of NT$1,000,000 (approx.
US$35,000) valid for the entire exchange period.

 National Health Insurance (NHI) (1 Academic Year students only)

National Health Insurance is required by Taiwanese government from the 7th

month after arrival. It is strongly recommended that students purchase
adequate health insurance from home country before joining NHI.
